Grant Application GuidelinesAll applications must follow the formatting guidelines described below.  Applications that do not adhere to the formatting guidelines will not be reviewed.  Applications should fit on 8.5” x 11” paper, have 1” margins, be single-spaced and use 11 point Arial font.


1. Cover Page:  Complete the attached cover page.

2. Research Proposal

a. Abstract (250 words or less): Describe your proposed project in non-technical language. The abstract must contain the central hypothesis or goal of the proposed project. If your project is selected for funding, the abstract will be posted on the LMI’s website (http://www.lmiresearch.org/current-projects/).  

b. [bookmark: _GoBack]Background and Significance (1-2 pages):  Review the literature that is related to the proposed project.  Describe the project’s significance to Gorham-Stout disease and/or generalized lymphatic anomaly.    

c. Preliminary Studies (no page limit):  Show all relevant preliminary data.  Include figures and detailed figure legends.

d. Research Strategy (no page limit): Cover each of the points listed below for each specific aim.
i. Specific Aim – State the specific aim.
ii. Hypothesis – State the hypothesis that will be tested in the aim.
iii. Research Design – Describe the experiments that will be performed to test the hypothesis.
iv. Expected Outcomes, Potential Problems, and Alternative Strategies – Describe anticipated results, potential problems, and alternative strategies.

e. Methods (1-2 pages): Briefly describe the methods that will be performed in the research project and the statistical tests that will be used to analyze the data.

f. References Cited (no page limit): References can be in any style or format as long as they are consistent.

3. Budget:  Use the attached budget form template to report the budget of the project. The LMI does not provide funds for institutional indirect costs.

4. Budget Justification (no page limit): Provide a detailed justification for the funds requested in each category of the budget.

5. Timeline:  Use the attached timeline template to create a timeline for the project.

6. Active and Pending Support:  Please include the title, funding agency, award duration and amount for existing and pending projects in the PI’s lab.
